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Baby Boomers Decreased Investment in Retirement
Savings

According to théVall Street JournalAARP recently
conducted a survey that found that one in five baby
boomers have reigned in their investments in retireme

accounts. Currently, over 60 percent of private sectof

workers have 401(K) investment plans but earlier sur
veys have revealed that people are not investing eno
money in these plans. Due to a slumping economy,
people are starting to lessen their contributions to the
accounts, and the survey shows that over the past ye
20 percent of people age 45 and older have stopped
investing in their retirement accounts. Of the 20 per-
cent of people who discontinued investing in their re-
tirement account, 83 percent said they didn't have
enough money left over after current expenses. Man
of the people surveyed are considering the fact that
they may have to postpone retirement or not retire at

because they do not have enough money saved to ret

tire. Due to the current economic situation, people
making less than $30,000 a year, Hispanics, and
women were also very likely to stop their investment
savings.

This issue is one that AAUW champions because
women of retirement age live in poverty in higher rate
than men. Women are also less likely to invest in othg
retirement options and rely more heavily on social se-
curity benefits.
